5. There are plenty of opportunities do play a Dsus4 to D notion at the end of
every

chorus and the middl e/end of every verse.

6. On the recording, you nmight hear a subtle AmEm at the end of every chorus
and m ddl e

verse. To play this, use an An6(sus2) chord, but only pluck the four highest
strings,

as if it were a D chord.
